Did you know... we also help promote community
and community engagement through meal delivery? 

Working with the Bluegrass Area Agency on Aging &
Independent Living—an integral part of the Bluegrass
Area Development District—ITNBluegrass extended its
commitment to senior independence by delivering hot
meals directly to Fayette County’s thriving senior
activity centers. 

Through this partnership, we supported fellowship and
nutrition at three key senior centers: City of Lexington’s
Bell House Senior Center, Eldercrafters programming
hosted at the Black & Williams Neighborhood Center,
and the Charles Young Community Center, each of
which provides structured, activity-rich environments
for adults aged 60 and older. 

Over the course of the 2024‑25 period, ITNBluegrass
delivered hot lunches to these centers 217 times,
helping nourish and connect active seniors each
month, and reinforcing our belief that mobility and
meals are essential to quality aging.
